Home Fire Safety Tip #1: Install Smoke Detectors  

 
Simply put, having smoke detectors installed in your home is 
your single best weapon against fire fatalities. Almost all  
fire-related deaths happen in homes without working smoke  
detectors. Smoke detectors should be placed on every floor of 
your home and in the immediate vicinity of any bedrooms. The 
detectors should be tested once a month, and the batteries should 
be replaced at least once a year. Most manufacturers suggest that 
you completely replace your smoke detectors every 10 years as 
well, just to be safe.  
 
 

Home Fire Safety Tip #2: Develop an Escape Plan 
Besides smoke detectors, the second most important thing you 
can do is to draw up an escape plan, and talk about it, in detail, 
with your family. This means planning at least two escape routes 
from every bedroom, purchasing fire ladders for upstairs  
bedrooms, and making sure that every member of your house-
hold knows basic home fire safety procedures. Checking doors 
for heat before opening them, crawling on the floor to stay out of 
the smoke, and knowing the closest way out, can all save lives in 
a major fire. Finally, don't just talk about your plan, practice it at 
least twice a year. Remember those fire drills back in grade 
school? Schedule a few for your home as well.
