Rik has over 10 gold albums to his 
credit (10 with Triumph, 1 Solo), 4 of which went Platinum in 
Canada. He was recently awarded the 2005 Canadian Smooth 
Jazz Award for Best Guitarist and also inducted into the  
Canadian Rock and Roll Hall of Fame with his former Triumph 
band mates. Multiple Juno Award nominee and winner of Best 
Guitarist at the Junos in 1981, Rik Emmett is one of the  
international music industry’s most accomplished guitar players. 
Featuring remarkable proficiency in several genres of music  
including rock, jazz, blues and even some flamenco, this is your 
opportunity to experience a true legend-in-the-making.  
 
In 1990, Dave Dunlop became a faculty member at the National 
Summer Guitar Workshop, a U.S.-based school starting up a  
satellite program in Toronto. While teaching at the Workshop, 
Dave met and jammed with Canadian Hall of Fame legend Rik 
Emmett, and became a regular member of his touring band.
