Your home should be a safe haven for you and your 
family. But is it? Do you regularly check for home fire 
hazards? Do you and your family know how to prevent 
fire, and what to do if fire does occur?  If not, your 
home may not be the safe haven you have come to  
assume.  
Fire Prevention Week, observed across North America 
each October, provides the ideal opportunity to remind 
Albertans about ways they can make their homes safe 
from fire.  Fire Prevention Week 2008 takes place  
October 5-11 and this year’s theme – It’s Fire  
Prevention Week: Prevent Home Fires! – rings  
especially true for Alberta. Homes account for 28  
percent of all fires, 61 percent of all fire deaths, 58 per 
cent of all fire injuries and 31 percent of all property 
losses due to fire in Alberta. 
Cooking fires are the number one cause of home fires 
and home fire injuries in Alberta. Approximately 35 
per cent of cooking fires involved overheated cooking 
oil igniting in a pot or pan while frying. Smoking-
related fires are the second most common type of home 
fire and account for the highest number of fire deaths. 
Other primary sources of home fires are heating,  
electrical and arson fires. 
Yet, there are many simple and easy ways to make 
your home the safe haven it should be.  By learning to 
prevent fire and knowing what action to take should a 
fire break out, you can keep your family and loved 
ones safe from fire. 
 

Fire Safety: What to do,  
because fire spreads fast - don't delay! 

• If your clothes catch fire, STOP, DROP & ROLL on the 
floor to smother the flames. 

• Cool minor burns with cold water. If your skin is  
blistered, charred or dead white, get emergency help 
immediately. 

• When you see flames, smell smoke or hear the smoke 
alarm, get everybody out of the house. 

• Feel the door first. If it isn’t hot, open it very slowly. 
• If there is fire or smoke use another exit. 
• Crawl low under smoke - the air near the floor is safer 

to breathe. 
• If you cannot escape, close the door and seal around it 

with cloth to prevent smoke from entering the room. 
• Always use the stairs and never the elevators. 
• Designate a meeting place a safe distance from the 

house and make sure everyone is there. 
• Take the children to a neighbour. 
• Phone the emergency number from the neighbour’s 

home. 
• Give the complete address, describe the situation and 

inform the operator if anyone is still inside. 
• Stay on the phone until you are told to hang up. 
• Do not go back to the house for any reason.
